I. South Cove “Organization Report”, Eugene Welch
- Ester Lee retired.
- South Cove has been serving patients for 35 years.

- Today they have 4 locations, 200 staff, 23,000 patients, do 133,000 medical visits, and a $19 million budget

- 97% of patients are at the 200% poverty level

- receive main funding from federal and state

- Opened new clinic in Quincy last year (Quincy is one of the fastest growing Asian communities in Boston – 24% of their 2nd graders this year will be Asian students)

- Transitioned 4,000 people into Commonwealth Connector health care

- Also looking at cancer in the Asian population – provide mammogram screenings and will be opening up a new digital mammography screening unit (last year, 2000+ women, 40 years and older, were screened, 8% of which had to receive follow up care)

- Starting the Asian Health Foundation of MA to fund projects not funded through state/ federal money in clinic and to support important community health care issues

- Food Safety video – Mayor visited 145 South St location and helped get a Chinese video about Salmonella poisoning created

II. Human Development Overlay District, Alex Zhang
- Alex, ACDC, will be participating in a pilot project to bring GIS systems and Human Development Plans software to Chinatown to help build community, individual, and business plans in association with current development trends
- A Community Change Center will also be made available to train the community and provide access to the software

III. Masterplan and Chinatown Park Update, Kye Leung
